Checklist for the Wash for Life
Sign-up

· Sign up on our website or by phone

Finding a Location
· Check if there are any local regulations for car washes
· Look for a good place

· Make sure it has functional water spigots 
· Know where the water will drain
· Get permission from the owner; make sure to ask what part of the lot you can use,  and for how long

· Send us your updated information as soon as you have an address
· Check the map on our website and make sure that your information is correct

Your Pregnancy Care Center
· Contact them and tell them about the project
· See if they will send one of their employees or volunteers to be at the car wash; suggest that they bring brochures or pamphlets 

· Arrange with them as to how they want to receive the money you raise (cash, check, a formal presentation, etc.)

· Send us your updated information as soon as you can

Your Group
· Tell them about the project, its purpose and goals; everyone should have a clear idea of the important work done by PCCs and why it is good to help them

· Have everyone look at the website, and appreciate that they are part of a national event

· Divide up tasks if you wish
· Find out who can participate and get liability release forms from them
· Know how you will collect the money and who will be in charge of it; consider having a table that can also be used to hold information about the PCC
· Have someone in charge of recording the information we need (number of cars washed, number of participants, and  amount of money raised)
Publicizing 
· Send press advisory to local media, religious and secular 
· Have announcement included in your church’s bulletin or newsletter
· Post signs or flyers around town the week before
· Have everyone on your crew tell their family and friends
· If you know any politicians, celebrities, or millionaires, encourage them to come 
· Be creative, and figure out what would work best in your town
Supplies
· Signs
· Buckets 

· Soap

· Sponges

· Hose 

· Towels for drying cars

· Drinks for washers
You might also want:

· Canopy

· Table for collecting donations and for PCC information 

On the day of the car wash
· Have people with signs along the road

· Wear modest attire, i.e. no bikini tops or short shorts, etc. 
· Take lots of pictures
· Spray group leader with the hose

· Wash lots of cars

· Record: 1. How many young people participated

 2. How many cars you washed

 3. How much money you raised

· Have fun!

Follow Up
· Give the money you collected to the PCC in the manner you arranged

· Send us your report: number of youth involved, number of cars washed, amount of money raised

· Send us any stories or pictures you want to share
